MEASURE'S PURPOSE:  The purpose of this legislation is to provide the funding mechanism for voluntary donations (of $1) to a Child Care Assistance Account by persons who seek registration or renewal registration of any type of motor vehicle.

PROVISION/MECHANICS:  

This legislation amends KRS 186.040 to permit a voluntary $1 donation to the Child Care Assistance Account to be collected by the county clerk when issuing a vehicle registration; require the Cabinet for Human Resources to use the funds collected for low-income working parents between 133% to 150% of poverty; and funds shall be administered by agencies that administer child care subsidy funds. 

FISCAL EXPLANATION:  

Based upon 3,140,000 estimate vehicle registrations to be issued in FY 1998-99, a $1 donation per license issuance would permit receipts of $0 to $3,140,000 depending upon how many people donate to the fund.

Expenditures would be limited to the amount collected for the fund.  Currently, there are approximately 11,800 children (6,558 families) within the 133% to 150% poverty level addressed in the Act.
