Amend KRS 258.095 to redefine "dog" as being four months of age or over; amend KRS 258.135 to require dog licenses to be issued in conjunction with the effective date of rabies vaccinations; amend KRS 258.145 to require a dog warden or agent to stamp a dog tag with the effective date of issuance; and amend KRS 258.155 to conform.

	FISCAL EXPLANATION/BILL PROVISIONS
	ESTIMATED COST


The financial impact on local governments is indeterminable.  The language in this Act that specifies that dog licenses be obtained in conjunction with rabies vaccinations may add extra administrative duties.  This requirement will require dog wardens and other agents that sell licenses and tags to purchase a stamp that would stamp the date of expiration on the tag.
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
