MEASURE'S PURPOSE:  The purpose of HB 78/HCS is to establish a 15-member state Council for Community Education, require the Commissioner of the Kentucky Department of Education, or his designee, to convene the first meeting of the council for development of bylaws and election of officers; require a state appropriation of $1 per capita, based on the most recent census data; except that no county shall receive less than $20,000; require funds to distributed by the Kentucky Board of Education through a grant process; require school districts to establish a council with power to make district-wide policy decisions; permit two or more school districts to combine for application purposes, and require certain reports to be filed with the Department of Education.

PROVISION/MECHANICS:  HB 78/HCS creates a new section of KRS Chapter 160 to establish the state Council for Community Education and provide for convening of the first meeting and election of officers; amends KRS 160.156 to specify certain requirements for the state appropriation level; and amends KRS 160.157 to permit two or more school districts to combine applications and require certain reports to be filed with the Department of Education.

FISCAL EXPLANATION:  HB 78/HCS requires a state appropriation equal to $1 per capita based upon the most recent census data, except no county shall receive less than $20,000.  A definition of "the most recent census data" is not provided in the Act.  Current funding support for Community Education grants total $450,000.  Therefore, the fiscal impact of HB 78/HCS ranges from $3,829,400 to $3,977,200 dependent  on the use of the actual 1990 Census-count data, which identified the state's population as 3,386,891; or the 1996 Census-estimate, which estimates the state's population at 3,883,723.  

Pursuant to the 1990 Census-count data, 71 counties had population levels with less than 20,000 citizens, and a total population of 2,859,422 in those counties exceeding 20,000 citizens.  Based on the 1996 Census-estimates, 68 counties had population levels totaling less than 20,000 citizens, and a total population of 3,067,242, in those counties having population in excess of 20,000.  Therefore, the range of the fiscal impact for HB 78/HCS based on this data is as follows:
