AN ACT relating to highways.

Be it enacted by the General Assembly of the Commonwealth of Kentucky:

Section 1.   In memory of the strategic Civil War battle conducted in Kentucky on January 10, 1862, and in cooperation with the Middle Creek National Battlefield Foundation, Incorporated, the Transportation Cabinet is directed to erect appropriate signs naming the following locations:

(1)
KY 114, in Floyd County, shall be named the "Middle Creek Battlefield Parkway."

(2)
The bridge that crosses over the Right Fork of Middle Creek on KY 404, in Floyd County, shall be named the "Brigadier General Humphrey Marshall Bridge."

(3)
The bridge that crosses over the CSX Railway on KY 114 at KY 2555, in Floyd County, shall be named the "President James Garfield Bridge."
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
