AN ACT relating to involuntary hospitalization.

Be it enacted by the General Assembly of the Commonwealth of Kentucky:

Section 1.   KRS 202A.026 is amended to read as follows:

No person shall be involuntarily hospitalized unless such person is a mentally ill person: 

(1)
Who presents a danger or threat of danger to self, family or others as a result of the mental illness; 

(2)
Who can reasonably benefit from care[treatment]; and 

(3)
For whom hospitalization is the least restrictive alternative mode of treatment presently available.

If a person ceases to meet the criteria under this section for involuntary hospitalization, the person shall be discharged, unless there is not an acceptable discharge alternative that ensures the person's safety.
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
