MEASURE'S PURPOSE:  The purpose of HFA #1 to HB 805 is to require each local board of education to adopt policies which require students to have visual access to the preamble to the Kentucky Constitution upon entering their assigned school facility.

PROVISION/MECHANICS:  HFA #1 to HB 805 amends KRS 159.150 to require each local board of education to adopt policies in order that students complying with compulsory attendance polices to have visual access to the preamble to the Kentucky Constitution upon entering their assigned school facility.

FISCAL EXPLANATION:  HFA #1 to HB 805 has no fiscal impact on the state's General Fund.

However, local school districts would incur an indeterminable cost.  No estimate is identified relating to the costs to local school districts.  The costs would vary depending on the number of school facilities the district has, and the type of visual access the district would require and utilize.  However, it appears the costs would be minimal.
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
