PURPOSE/MECHANICS

This bill allows members of the public to contribute $55 towards the purchase of the Calumet Farm trophies.  The person desiring to contribute shall pay the county clerk of their county $55 at the time of license plate renewal.  This fee is in addition to the cost of license plate renewal.  The person contributing shall receive a decal for their license identifying them as a contributor.

	ESTIMATED COST


The exact impact of this bill is indeterminable, but ought to represent a net cost to county clerks.   This bill imposes a new set of duties on county clerks, but does not reimburse them for any extra effort.  This represents a net cost to clerks.  There will be additional staff time used for the acceptance, accounting, storage, and forwarding of this money for the Transportation Cabinet.  The bill makes no appropriation or allowance for that.  Therefore, this bill will cost county clerks.

The exact amount that this bill will cost is indeterminable.  There is no way to forecast the numbers of contributors to this fund.  It is not clear the exact amount of extra effort and time that will be imposed upon the staff of the county clerks. Therefore, it is not possible to estimate a cost attached to this bill.  However, the cost ought to be minimal.
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
