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AN ACT relating to neighborhood improvement zones.

Be it enacted by the General Assembly of the Commonwealth of Kentucky:

SECTION 1.   A NEW SECTION OF KRS CHAPTER 65 IS CREATED TO READ AS FOLLOWS:

(1)
In any county containing a population of more than three hundred thousand (300,000) persons, upon a petition to the city if in an incorporated area, or the county if in an unincorporated area, of a majority of property owners in an established neighborhood, there shall be created or dissolved by ordinance a neighborhood improvement zone for the purpose of securing or providing neighborhood improvements, excluding water and sewer projects, as deemed desirable by the residents of the neighborhood. 

(2)
There shall be included in the petition to create a zone a description of the jurisdictional boundaries, organization, structure, functions, and administrative procedures of the zone. The language of an ordinance that creates a neighborhood improvement zone shall include the same language as the petition in regards to the jurisdictional boundaries, organization, structure, functions, and administrative procedures of the zone. Notice of any proposed structural, procedural, or administrative changes to a neighborhood improvement zone, once it has been created, shall be filed in writing with the legislative body which authorized the creation of the zone. A petition to dissolve a zone shall include reasons for the dissolution and provide for the final settlement of any financial obligations or debt of the zone prior to the dissolution.

(3)
The neighborhood improvement zone may provide for any improvements, except as provided in subsection (1) of this section, that are not in conflict with any local, state or federal laws. 

(4)
All records of a neighborhood improvement zone shall be public records and subject to the provisions of the Kentucky Open Records Act, KRS 61.872 to 61.884.

(5)
Any actions of a neighborhood improvement zone may be appealed to the district court of appropriate jurisdiction.
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
