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AN ACT relating to domestic violence statistics.

Be it enacted by the General Assembly of the Commonwealth of Kentucky:

SECTION 1.   A NEW SECTION OF KRS 403.715 TO 403.785 IS CREATED TO READ AS FOLLOWS:

Within ten (10) days after the close of each quarter, each hospital, acute care hospital, physician, emergency clinic, dentist, licensed nurse practitioner, or chiropractor shall prepare a written report on the costs of treating victims of violence and domestic violence. The report shall be submitted to the Interim Joint Appropriations and Revenue Committee of the Legislative Research Commission. The report shall reflect the total amount of dollars collected from individuals and their insurance companies, how much was received for treatment of injuries sustained as a result of a violent offense, and how much was received for treatment of injuries sustained as a result of a domestic violence offense. A hospital or facility shall be responsible for the report if the services were rendered at that location.
SECTION 2.   A NEW SECTION OF KRS CHAPTER 216 IS CREATED TO READ AS FOLLOWS:

Within ten (10) days after the close of each quarter, each hospital shall prepare a written report on the costs of treating victims of violence and domestic violence as directed under Section 1 of this Act. The report shall be submitted to the Interim Joint Appropriations and Revenue Committee of the Legislative Research Commission. The report shall reflect the total amount of dollars collected from individuals and their insurance companies, how much was received for treatment of injuries sustained as a result of a violent offense, and how much was received for treatment of injuries sustained as a result of a domestic violence offense. 
SECTION 3.   A NEW SECTION OF KRS CHAPTER 216B IS CREATED TO READ AS FOLLOWS:

Within ten (10) days after the close of each quarter, each acute care hospital shall prepare a written report on the costs of treating victims of violence and domestic violence as directed under Section 1 of this Act. The report shall be submitted to the Interim Joint Appropriations and Revenue Committee of the Legislative Research Commission. The report shall reflect the total amount of dollars collected from individuals and their insurance companies, how much was received for treatment of injuries sustained as a result of a violent offense, and how much was received for treatment of injuries sustained as a result of a domestic violence offense. 
SECTION 4.   A NEW SECTION OF KRS CHAPTER 311 IS CREATED TO READ AS FOLLOWS:

Within ten (10) days after the close of each quarter, each physician shall prepare a written report on the costs of treating victims of violence and domestic violence as directed under Section 1 of this Act. The report shall be submitted to the Interim Joint Appropriations and Revenue Committee of the Legislative Research Commission. The report shall reflect the total amount of dollars collected from individuals and their insurance companies, how much was received for treatment of injuries sustained as a result of a violent offense, and how much was received for treatment of injuries sustained as a result of a domestic violence offense. 
SECTION 5.   A NEW SECTION OF KRS CHAPTER 312 IS CREATED TO READ AS FOLLOWS:

Within ten (10) days after the close of each quarter, each chiropractor shall prepare a written report on the costs of treating victims of violence and domestic violence as directed under Section 1 of this Act. The report shall be submitted to the Interim Joint Appropriations and Revenue Committee of the Legislative Research Commission. The report shall reflect the total amount of dollars collected from individuals and their insurance companies, how much was received for treatment of injuries sustained as a result of a violent offense, and how much was received for treatment of injuries sustained as a result of a domestic violence offense. 
SECTION 6.   A NEW SECTION OF KRS CHAPTER 313 IS CREATED TO READ AS FOLLOWS:

Within ten (10) days after the close of each quarter, each dentist shall prepare a written report on the costs of treating victims of violence and domestic violence as directed under Section 1 of this Act. The report shall be submitted to the Interim Joint Appropriations and Revenue Committee of the Legislative Research Commission. The report shall reflect the total amount of dollars collected from individuals and their insurance companies, how much was received for treatment of injuries sustained as a result of a violent offense, and how much was received for treatment of injuries sustained as a result of a domestic violence offense. 
SECTION 7.   A NEW SECTION OF KRS CHAPTER 314 IS CREATED TO READ AS FOLLOWS:

Within ten (10) days after the close of each quarter, licensed practical nurse shall prepare a written report on the costs of treating victims of violence and domestic violence as directed under Section 1 of this Act. The report shall be submitted to the Interim Joint Appropriations and Revenue Committee of the Legislative Research Commission. The report shall reflect the total amount of dollars collected from individuals and their insurance companies, how much was received for treatment of injuries sustained as a result of a violent offense, and how much was received for treatment of injuries sustained as a result of a domestic violence offense. 
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
