On page 2, lines 16 through 27, through page 3, lines 1 through 8, by deleting all the language in its entirety, and by inserting in lieu thereof, the following:

"(1)
In addition to the other requirements of this section, a woman upon whom an abortion is to be performed or induced shall:

(a)
Appear in person to schedule an appointment for an abortion and receive the information specified in subsection (3) of this section, in which case the abortion shall not be scheduled until twenty-four (24) hours have elapsed from the time that she leaves the facility; or

(b)
Otherwise schedule an appointment, receive the information specified in subsection (3) of this section, and request that written materials be mailed to her, in which case the abortion shall not be scheduled until twenty-four (24) hours have elapsed from the day on which she receives the written materials. The facility shall mail out all requested information and materials within twenty-four (24) hours of the request for the mailing of the materials.

(2)
No abortion shall be performed or induced except with the voluntary and informed consent of the woman upon whom the abortion is to be performed or induced. Informed consent means that a woman documents that she is aware of the risks involved with the procedure, the alternatives available to her, or has voluntarily chosen to review written materials, as prepared by the Cabinet for Human Resources as outlined in subsection (5).

(3)
The information and materials available to a woman who chooses to have an abortion performed or induced and which shall be made available through any licensed physician, licensed social worker, licensed advanced registered nurse practitioner or physician assistant, or any licensed registered nurse, at least twenty-four (24) hours prior to the abortion being performed or induced, shall include:
(a)
The nature and purpose of the particular abortion procedure or treatment to be performed and the medical risks and alternatives to the procedure or treatment that a reasonable person would consider material to the decision of whether or not to undergo the abortion;

(b)
The possible eligibility for medical assistance benefits which may be available for prenatal care, childbirth and neonatal care, and detailed information on the availability of those services; and

(c)
The requirement that the father of a fetus is liable to assist in any support, even in instances where he has offered to pay for the abortion.

(4)
Prior to the performance or inducement of an abortion, the physician scheduled to perform or induce the abortion shall require documentation as specified in subsection (2) of this section from the pregnant woman."; and
