"Section 19.   KRS 6.145 is amended to read as follows:

(a)
A member of the General Assembly who desires to resign his office shall submit a letter of resignation to the officer required to issue a writ of special election to fill such vacancy, pursuant to KRS 118.730. Upon receiving such letter of resignation such officer immediately shall notify the director of the Legislative Research Commission of the fact of such resignation and its effective date.

(b)
If a legislator is forced to leave office because of conviction of a felony or resigns under indictment or investigation, the legislator's successor shall be appointed by either the minority or majority floor leader of the House or Senate, depending upon the member's party affiliation and membership in the General Assembly, to fill the remainder of the term."; and
