MEASURE'S PURPOSE:  HB 90/SCS creates a new section of KRS 438 to defines first offenses on sports officials as a Class A Misdemeanor, unless the defendant assembles with 5 or more persons for the purpose of assaulting a sports official, in which case it is a Class D felony; and defines the guilt of assault of a sport official for a second or subsequent offense to be a Class D felony.

PROVISION/MECHANICS:  HB 90/SCS creates a new section of KRS 438 that defines offenses on sports officials; defines the term sports official; and defines first offenses on sports officials as a Class A Misdemeanor, unless the defendant assembles with 5 or more persons for the purpose of assaulting a sports official, in which case it is a Class D felony; and defines the guilt of assault of a sport official for a second or subsequent offense to be a Class D felony.

FISCAL EXPLANATION:  

The Department of Corrections assumes one additional inmate per year with a one year sentence would enter the system as a result of this legislation.  Assuming the inmate would be eligible for parole after 4 months and paroled, the cost would be approximately $4,800.  Assuming the inmate were not paroled and had to serve-out his/her 1 year sentence, the additional cost would be approximately $14,400 each year.
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
