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AN ACT relating to fences.

Be it enacted by the General Assembly of the Commonwealth of Kentucky:

SECTION 1.   A NEW SECTION OF KRS CHAPTER 256 IS CREATED TO READ AS FOLLOWS:

(1)
Any vehicle operator whose vehicle, vehicle load, or vehicle equipment damages a fence along a public road or highway that could be holding livestock, or any person who damages the fence shall notify the fence owner or occupant of the property where the fence is located immediately. If the fence owner or occupant of the property cannot be found, the operator or person shall contact neighbors to identify the fence owner or occupant of the property. The operator or person shall describe the damage to the neighbor, obtain the name, address, and phone number of the fence owner or occupant of the property from the neighbor, and proceed to contact the fence owner or occupant of the property.

(2)
The operator or person shall provide his name, address, and phone number to the fence owner or occupant of the property and to the neighbor if it was necessary to contact a neighbor.

(3)
If a person fails to comply with subsection (1) or (2) of this section, he shall be fined not more than two hundred dollars ($200) for each violation.

(4)
Nothing in this section shall relieve the operator or person of any responsibility under any other statute. 
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
