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AN ACT relating to taxicab or limousine operators.

Be it enacted by the General Assembly of the Commonwealth of Kentucky:

SECTION 1.   A NEW SECTION OF KRS CHAPTER 281 IS CREATED TO READ AS FOLLOWS:

(1)
Taxicab or limousine operators, operating vehicles transporting not more than fifteen (15) passengers exclusive of the driver under a taxicab certificate or a bus permit, shall not require or permit any driver or chauffeur operating a motor vehicle for hire under a certificate or permit to remain continuously on duty for a longer period than twelve (12) hours, and when any driver or chauffeur has been continuously on duty for twelve (12) hours that driver shall have at least eight (8) consecutive hours off duty. Operators shall not require or permit any driver or chauffeur to remain on duty for a longer period than sixteen (16) hours in the aggregate in any twenty-four (24) hour period, and when a driver or chauffeur has been on duty sixteen (16) hours in the aggregate in any twenty-four (24) hour period that driver shall have at least ten (10) consecutive hours off duty. The period of release from duty required by this section shall be given at such places and under such circumstances that rest and relaxation from the strain of the duties of the employment may be obtained. In case of an unforeseen emergency not resulting from the negligence of the operator or his agents, servants, or employees, the driver or chauffeur may complete his run or tour of duty, if the run or tour of duty but for the delay caused by the emergency could reasonably have been completed without a violation of this section.

(2)
The provisions of this section shall not apply to motor carriers, buses, airport limousines, or coaches.

(3)
Any person who violates this section shall be guilty of a Class B misdemeanor.
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
