MEASURE'S PURPOSE:  Recognize the Kentucky Public Health Improvement Plan as the state strategic health plan; Identify the ways public health stakeholders can be expected to use the Kentucky Public Health Improvement Plan.

PROVISION/MECHANICS:  Enact a concurrent resolution to establish the Kentucky Health Improvement Plan as the state strategic health plan to focus on the following values and principles:  honesty/integrity; ethics; excellence/quality; efficiency; effectiveness; compassion/respect; responsibility/accountability; accessibility; and prevention/education; establishes the priority health issues in Kentucky are:  reducing teenage pregnancy and low-birth-weight babies; reducing infant and child deaths; maintaining health in the growing elderly population; immunizing children; reducing childhood disabilities and premature deaths; promoting healthy lifestyles; providing adequate prenatal care; assuring access to primary health care for all Kentuckians, especially in rural Kentucky; assuring access to health education for health providers; meeting environmental standards; maintaining food safety; and reducing communicable diseases; and establishes that the strategic Kentucky health plan be used as a guide for public and local health departments, health planning, local groups and coalitions and as a resource for health policy analysts.
