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A CONCURRENT RESOLUTION directing the Legislative Research Commission to create the Task Force on Unlicensed Assistive Nursing to study the use of unlicensed assistive nursing personnel in the health care delivery system of the state.

WHEREAS, the use of unlicensed assistive nursing personnel is increasing; and

WHEREAS, there is a lack of uniform standards for training, competency evaluation, and certification of unlicensed assistive nursing personnel; and

WHEREAS, there is a potential for abuse of patients by unlicensed assistive nursing personnel; and

WHEREAS, the health and safety of the patients of Kentucky is of primary concern;

NOW, THEREFORE,

Be it resolved by the House of Representatives of the General Assembly of the Commonwealth of Kentucky, the Senate concurring therein:

Section 1.   The Legislative Research Commission is directed to create the Task Force on Unlicensed Assistive Nursing to study the use of unlicensed assistive nursing personnel in the health care delivery system of the Commonwealth.

Section 2.   The members of the Task Force shall include two (2) members of the Senate to be appointed by the President of the Senate and two (2) members of the House of Representatives to be appointed by the Speaker of the House. The citizen members shall be representatives from private organizations and state agencies including, but not limited to:

The Kentucky Nurses Association;

(2)
The Kentucky State Association of Licensed Practical Nurses;

(3)
The Kentucky Association of Homes and Services for the Aged;

(4)
The Kentucky Association of Health Care Facilities;

(5)
The Kentucky Board of Nursing;

(6)
The Cabinet for Human Resources, Division of Licensing and Regulation;

(7)
The Kentucky Hospital Association; and

(8)
The Kentucky Home Health Association.

Section 3.   The Task Force shall submit a final report to the Legislative Research Commission no later than July 1, 1999.

Section 4.   Staff services to be utilized in completing this study are estimated to cost $20,000. These staff services shall be provided from the regular Commission budget and are subject to the limitations and other research responsibilities of the Commission.
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
