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A CONCURRENT RESOLUTION directing the Interim Joint Committee on Education through a special subcommittee to study community schools.

WHEREAS, the Kentucky Constitution charges the General Assembly with establishing an efficient system of common schools; and 

WHEREAS, a number of states have adopted legislation establishing community schools and found them to be efficient; and

WHEREAS, community schools encourage creative and innovative ways of addressing a variety of different educational needs; and

WHEREAS, community schools provide new and expanded teaching opportunities; and

WHEREAS, community schools provide additional educational choices for parents and children;

NOW, THEREFORE,

Be it resolved by the House of Representatives of the General Assembly of the Commonwealth of Kentucky, the Senate concurring therein:

Section 1.   The Interim Joint Committee on Education, through a special subcommittee established for this purpose, shall conduct a study of community schools to include a review of community school programs in other states and their effectiveness; identification of the governance, student admissions, and finance factors that promote successful implementation; and a review of accountability mechanisms that assure quality teaching and learning. The subcommittee shall seek the advice of Kentucky parents, education interest groups, and others in its study.

Section 2.   The Interim Joint Committee on Education shall submit a report to the Legislative Research Commission no later than July 1, 1999, including a recommendation to the General Assembly concerning implementing community schools in Kentucky.

Section 3.   Staff services to be utilized in completing this study are estimated to cost $20,000. These staff services shall be provided from the regular Commission and are subject to the limitations and other research responsibilities of the Commission.
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
