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A JOINT RESOLUTION authorizing and directing a comprehensive study of the East Valley Goat Project in Morgan County, and making an appropriation therefor.

WHEREAS, the East Valley Goat Project is creating a working partnership between agriculture, education, and the community; and

WHEREAS, the project is having a positive effect on the children of Kentucky, is creating a real-life learning experience, and is increasing the economy in the rural areas of Kentucky; and

WHEREAS, the Boer goat project is providing an outstanding example of the accomplishments that can be obtained from a working relationship between agriculture, education, and community efforts;

NOW, THEREFORE,

Be it resolved by the General Assembly of the Commonwealth of Kentucky:

Section 1.   The Kentucky Boer Goat Project Committee is created and is attached to the Department of Agriculture for administrative purposes. The membership of the committee shall consist of five (5) members as follows:

(1)
The Commissioner of the Department of Agriculture or his or her designee;

(2)
The Commissioner of the Department of Education or his or her designee;

(3)
The Dean of the University of Kentucky College of Agriculture;

(4)
The Chair of the Senate Agriculture and Natural Resources Committee; and

(5)
The Chair of the House Agriculture and Small Business Committee.

Section 2.   A majority of the members shall constitute a quorum and the Commissioner of the Department of Agriculture shall serve as chair.

Section 3.   The committee shall meet quarterly and may meet more often upon the call of the chair or by a majority of the members. Except as provided in KRS 18A.200, members of the committee shall receive actual traveling expenses while attending meetings of the committee. Staff services for the committee shall be provided by the Department of Agriculture.

Section 4.   The Department of Agriculture is directed to coordinate the efforts of the committee and all appropriate government agencies to assist in the development and expansion of the East Valley Goat Project and to develop criteria for creating other similar projects in school districts across the Commonwealth. The study shall begin not later than August 1, 1998, and the report and recommendations shall be submitted to the General Assembly no later than August 31, 1999.

Section 5.   The Department of Agriculture may seek sources of funding for this project, including but not limited to grants, state and federal funds, private funds, and university funds.

Section 6.   There is hereby appropriated from the general fund the sum of $20,000 to accomplish the study. Any amount remaining following the completion of the study shall revert to the general fund.
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
