MEASURE'S PURPOSE:  HJR 89/GA  establishes the Task Force on Utility Tax Policy to study the taxation of public service companies which supply utility service to citizens of the Commonwealth.  HJR 89/GA deletes the $300,000 appropriation and provides for title amendment.

PROVISION/MECHANICS:  HJR 89/GA establishes the Task Force on Utility Tax Policy to direct a study during the 1998-2000 Interim regarding the method by which public service companies that provide utility services are currently taxed by state and local governments; identifies the composition of the task force; specifies support agencies and provides for advisory groups.

FISCAL EXPLANATION:  The cost of administration of HJR 89/GA is provided for in the Public Service Commission budget.  These funds are generated from the millage surcharge imposed on utility companies pursuant to KRS 278.130.  Any unexpended balance on June 30, 1999, will be continued for expenditure in FY 1999-2000.
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
