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A RESOLUTION in support of Read Across America Day on March 2, 1998.

WHEREAS, March 2, 1998, will mark the ninety-fourth birthday of Dr. Suess, the much loved, internationally acclaimed author of children's books; and in commemoration of his birthday and the children across America, the National Education Association, in partnership with the American Library Association, the National PTA, the National Association of Elementary School Principals, Reading is Fundamental, the National Center for Family Literacy, and other education and community groups are motivating children nationwide to expand their knowledge by opening their minds to reading; and
