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A RESOLUTION relating to state economic development incentives and training grants.

WHEREAS, Caterpillar has announced it will build a plant in Kentucky, which will eliminate jobs in a union plant in Pennsylvania; and

WHEREAS, Caterpillar has announced plans to build additional nonunion plants throughout the South; and

WHEREAS, Caterpillar has refused to bargain with United Auto Workers (UAW) in good faith and has been charged with more unfair labor violations than any other company in history; and

WHEREAS, the hard-working people of Kentucky pay the taxes that fund the state's economic incentives and training funds that the Commonwealth of Kentucky has offered to Caterpillar to locate in Kentucky.

NOW, THEREFORE,

Be it resolved by the House of Representatives of the General Assembly of the Commonwealth of Kentucky:

Section 1.   This honorable body encourages the Governor, the Cabinet for Economic Development, the Kentucky Economic Development Finance Authority, and the Bluegrass State Skills Corporation to reject the awarding of state economic development incentive and training grants to companies:

(1)
That are involved in a labor dispute;

(2)
That have unfair labor practice charges pending against them;

(3)
That have United States Occupational Safety and Health Administration (OSHA) violations pending against them; or

(4)
That refuse to bargain in good faith once a representation election has been certified.

Section 2.   Furthermore, this honorable body encourages the Governor, the Cabinet for Economic Development, the Kentucky Economic Development Finance Authority, the Bluegrass State Skills Corporation, and all government agencies involved in the promoting and awarding of state economic incentives or training grants to request a prospective company with unionized plants in other states to provide a written commitment and assurance that the company will not oppose any organized drive by their employees in Kentucky.
