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A RESOLUTION directing the Tourism Cabinet to promote bluegrass music as a unique Kentucky tourist attraction.

WHEREAS, bluegrass music originated in Kentucky and is an important part of Kentucky's heritage and history; and

WHEREAS, bluegrass music is a unique Kentucky tourist attraction and is currently being promoted by the International Bluegrass Music Association, headquartered in Owensboro, by the Kentucky Horse Park with its annual bluegrass music festival held each June, and by other state and local organizations; and

WHEREAS, the Department of Agriculture can assist in the promotion of bluegrass music by encouraging county fairs to demonstrate this music; the Education, Arts and Humanities Cabinet can assist in the promotion of bluegrass music by encouraging it to be played in schools in programs similar to the Wise Village Pickers and Singers at the Stanton Elementary School; and other state agencies can find other means to help encourage and promote bluegrass music;

NOW, THEREFORE,

Be it resolved by the House of Representatives of the General Assembly of the Commonwealth of Kentucky:

Section 1.   The Tourism Cabinet, in conjunction and cooperation with the Department of Agriculture and the Education, Arts and Humanities Cabinet, shall seek new an innovative ways to promote bluegrass music as Kentucky heritage attraction.

Section 2.   The Tourism Cabinet is authorized to use such funds, public or private, as may become available for the purposes of promoting bluegrass music.
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
