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A RESOLUTION commending Governor Patton and former Governor Collins for successfully attracting a United Parcel Service (UPS) mega-hub expansion to Louisville.

WHEREAS, a thriving economy is necessary for the well-being and prosperity of communities across the entire Commonwealth; and

WHEREAS, the creation of well-paying jobs is fundamental to a strong economy; and

WHEREAS, UPS has played a major role in Kentucky's economy by providing well-paying jobs since 1964; and
