WHEREAS, the United States Women's Hockey Team, on Tuesday, February 17, 1998, won the Gold Medal in the women's hockey final against Canada at the 1998 Winter Olympic Games in Big Hat Arena, Nagano, Japan; and

WHEREAS, the United States Women's Hockey Team achieved this goal through the hard work and determination truly befitting the Olympian ideal and tradition; and

WHEREAS, the United States Women's Hockey Team's Gold-Medal performance, sportsmanship, and team spirit at the 1998 Winter Olympic Games serve as inspiration to the athletes of the Commonwealth of Kentucky; and

WHEREAS, the United States Women's Hockey Team's determination and success to overcome the hurdles that were before it to play in what was traditionally a male-dominated sport encourage women to participate and succeed in sports;

NOW, THEREFORE,

Be it resolved by the House of Representatives of the General Assembly of the Commonwealth of Kentucky:

Section 1.   The House of Representatives honors and congratulates the United States Women's Hockey Team for securing the Gold Medal in the 1998 Winter Olympic Games held in Nagano, Japan.

Section 2.   This honorable body commends the United States Women's Hockey Team for its sensational performance, its dedication to the sport, and its team spirit and wishes it success in all its future endeavors.
