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A RESOLUTION adjourning the House of Representatives in celebration of the 200th year of the historic Old Governor's Mansion.

WHEREAS, the Old Governor's Mansion was built during the Federal period as the official residence for the Governor. Completed in 1798, the mansion was often referred to as "The Palace," because such notable dignitaries as Theodore Roosevelt, Andrew Jackson, James Monroe, Woodrow Wilson, Zachary Taylor, and Henry Clay graced her stately rooms; and 

WHEREAS, this elegant mansion, the residence of thirty-three Kentucky Governors between 1798 and 1914, is now home to the Lieutenant Governor and family; and

WHEREAS, the mansion, situated in the heart of historic Frankfort, is an integral contribution to Kentucky's architectural legacy, providing an impressive backdrop for much of Kentucky's political and social history; and

WHEREAS, the Old Governor's Mansion is a reflection of several renovations over its many years, yet it continues to be representative of the people and events that shaped Kentucky history, and is one of the finest expressions of the Commonwealth's cultural heritage; and

WHEREAS, the Old Governor's Mansion was added to the National Register of Historic Places in 1971, an honor that demonstrates the mansion's historical value for all Kentucky citizens; and

WHEREAS, the Old Governor's Mansion is reputedly the oldest official executive residence still in use in the United States;

NOW, THEREFORE,

Be it resolved by the House of Representatives of the General Assembly of the Commonwealth of Kentucky:

Section 1.   The House of Representatives adjourns this day, March 25, 1998, in honor of the 200th anniversary of this exceptional representation of Kentucky architecture and history, the Old Governor's Mansion.

Section 2.   The House of Representatives salutes the Office of Historic Properties for its outstanding efforts in maintaining and preserving the Old Governor's Mansion.
