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A RESOLUTION in recognition of the 223rd anniversary of the United States Army.

WHEREAS, the United States Army was established by the First Continental Congress on the 14th day of June, 1775; and

WHEREAS, the Congress directed that "...two companies of expert riflemen be immediately raised...in Virginia...as soon as compleated, march and join the army near Boston, to be there employed as light infantry... to assist our brethren in expelling the tyranny of the British Army;" and

WHEREAS, the United States Army remains the primary military service to project and establish land power in the defense of our citizens' freedoms and our nation's security interests; and

WHEREAS, as members of the United States Army, many citizens of the Commonwealth of Kentucky have served their nation and given the ultimate sacrifice in defense of our freedoms; and

WHEREAS, it is proper to recognize the United States Army annually on its birthday, and to thank those who have served and those who are presently serving;

NOW, THEREFORE,

Be it resolved by the House of Representatives of the General Assembly of the Commonwealth of Kentucky:

Section 1.   This honorable body does hereby recognize June 7-14, 1998, as United States Army week, and that the weekend of June 13-14, 1998, be set aside for celebration in the Commonwealth of Kentucky as the 223rd Army birthday weekend.

Section 2.   The House of Representatives is honored and privileged to recognize this very important anniversary of the United States Army. Kentuckians who have served before, those presently serving, and those that have sacrificed their lives for the precious freedoms we possess, have our perpetual gratitude and deepest appreciation. The security the United States Army in Fort Knox, Kentucky, has afforded our great Commonwealth is beyond measure and has had lasting impact on our citizens.

Section 3.   When the House of Representatives adjourns this day, it does so in honor of the 223rd anniversary of the United States Army.
