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A RESOLUTION commending the Capital City Optimist Club of Frankfort for their support in child safety.

WHEREAS, the Capital City Optimist Club of Frankfort has been a vital part of the leadership of the Franklin County community; and

WHEREAS, Optimist International, of which the Capital City Optimist Club is a member, has long been a friend to youth; and

WHEREAS, motor vehicle crashes are the leading cause of death in children five to fifteen years of age; and

WHEREAS, injuries to children can be prevented by following these three simple guidelines: (1) buckle up every child in a motor vehicle properly; (2) whenever possible, put children in the back seat of the vehicle; and (3) always secure rear-facing infant seats in the back seat of the vehicle; and

WHEREAS, joint concern and action is a proven method of resolving a community's problems; and

WHEREAS, children's safety can be protected as easily as saying "ABC," Always Buckle Children in the back seat;

NOW, THEREFORE,

Be it resolved by the House of Representatives of the General Assembly of the Commonwealth of Kentucky:
