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A RESOLUTION adjourning the House of Representatives in loving memory and honor of Mildred Gardenhire.

With deepest respect and admiration, we pay homage and tribute to Mildred Gardenhire.

WHEREAS, Mildred Gardenhire was born on May 29, 1914, in Munfordville, Hart County, Kentucky; and

WHEREAS, Mildred Gardenhire was the adored daughter of the late William H. Atteberry and Beatrice Brashear Atteberry; she was the devoted mother of a son, Henry Clay Gardenhire III; she was the loving sister to two brothers, James S. Atteberry, who is the Doorkeeper of the House of Representatives, and William H. Atteberry, Jr., and two sisters, Jane Upchurch and Langley Storey; and she was the proud grandmother of six grandchildren and eight great-grandchildren; and

WHEREAS, Mildred Gardenhire graduated from Bowling Green Business College in 1934, after which time she became secretary to Chief Justice Will Fulton of the Kentucky Court of Appeals, then the highest court in Kentucky; and upon Chief Justice Fulton's retirement, she became secretary to Justice Gus Thomas; and

WHEREAS, until her retirement in 1993, she was the devoted secretary for 46 years to Joseph J. Leary of Smith, Reed & Leary, who later entered into his own private practice and who passed away in 1994; and

WHEREAS, tribute was paid to Mildred Gardenhire for her knowledge and devotion to the legal profession by the Franklin County Bar Association, who also served as her honorary pallbearers; and 

WHEREAS, the passing of Mildred Gardenhire has left a void that will be difficult to fill, and she is mourned across the length and breadth of the Commonwealth;

NOW, THEREFORE,

Be it resolved by the House of Representatives of the General Assembly of the Commonwealth of Kentucky:

Section 1.   This honorable body does hereby express its profound sense of sorrow upon the passing of Mildred Gardenhire, and it does extend to her family its most heartfelt sympathy.
