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A RESOLUTION adjourning the House of Representatives in honor of the United States Armed Forces representing freedom and democracy and in support of our Commander-in-Chief, President Bill Clinton.

WHEREAS, the United States Armed Forces are preparing to enter into a conflict with an aggressive, hostile, and disingenuous Iraqi government; and

WHEREAS, the United States faithfully and honorably commits its sons and daughters to war and conflicts around the world when it is determined that it is the right course of action; and

WHEREAS, the United States government has exhausted numerous diplomatic avenues toward a peaceful solution to the Iraqi government's resistance in abiding by agreed upon United Nations sanctions;
