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A RESOLUTION adjourning the House of Representatives in honor of Sergeant Randy Keith Brumback, law enforcement officer for the Kentucky Department of Fish and Wildlife Resources.

With heartfelt gratitude and our deepest respect, we owe Sergeant Randy Keith Brumback our thanks and appreciation for his tremendous dedication and personal sacrifices in protecting Kentucky's wildlife resources and keeping our waterways safe for boating.

WHEREAS, Sergeant Randy Keith Brumback was born on August 18, 1956, a native of London, Kentucky, to parents Tyra and Jackie Madden Brumback, was raised in Gray Hawk, Jackson County, Kentucky, and was commissioned a Kentucky Conservation Officer on March 1, 1984; and

WHEREAS, Sergeant Randy Keith Brumback and his wife, Jennifer, continue to reside in Jackson County with their four children; and

WHEREAS, this honorable body does hereby recognize that Kentucky's fish, wildlife, and waterways are invaluable natural resources of the Commonwealth that must be protected; and

WHEREAS, Sergeant Randy Keith Brumback, at approximately 8:20 a.m. on October 29, 1997, while responding to a deer poaching complaint in Jackson County, discovered three armed suspects in possession of an illegally killed deer; after the suspects fled in their vehicle, Sergeant Brumback pursued them into Laurel County where they abandoned their stalled vehicle and fled on foot; during this pursuit, Sergeant Brumback was shot and severely wounded in a hail of gunfire; and

WHEREAS, Sergeant Randy Keith Brumback has undergone extensive surgery and rehabilitation therapy, and his long-range medical prognosis is good;

NOW, THEREFORE,

Be it resolved by the House of Representatives of the General Assembly of the Commonwealth of Kentucky:

Section 1.   This honorable body is indeed proud to recognize and honor Sergeant Randy Keith Brumback for his tireless devotion, personal sacrifice, and dogged determination in the face of tremendous danger to protect these valuable resources. He deserves our admiration, respect, and sincere appreciation for a job well done, and we wish to Sergeant Randy Keith Brumback a full and speedy recovery.

Section 2.   When the House of Representatives adjourns this day, February 25, 1998, it does so in honor of Sergeant Randy Keith Brumback.
