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AN ACT relating to criminal justice information.

Be it enacted by the General Assembly of the Commonwealth of Kentucky:

SECTION 1.   A NEW SECTION OF KRS CHAPTER 17 IS CREATED TO READ AS FOLLOWS:

(1)
When a person discovers that information relating to the person in the centralized criminal history record information system is or may be incorrect, he or she may file a written application with the Department of State Police seeking correction of the incorrect information, or its deletion from the centralized criminal history record information system and other appropriate records, as necessary.

(2)
If, upon receipt of an application for correction of information, the Department of State Police verifies that the information is indeed incorrect, it shall correct the information or delete the information from the centralized criminal history information system and other appropriate records, as necessary. If the Department of State Police corrects or deletes information from the centralized criminal history information system it shall notify all state and federal agencies with which the information is normally shared of the information involved and the action taken thereon.

(3)
No person shall be required to obtain a court order for correction or deletion of information when the Department of State Police, after proper verification of the information, is not in doubt about the correct information.

(4)
If the Department of State Police refuses to correct or delete the information, the person who sought the application may apply to the Circuit Court in the county of the person's residence, or to the Franklin Circuit Court, if a nonresident, for an order directing the Department of State Police to correct or delete the information, as necessary. If the court determines that the information could have been corrected without the necessity for court action, the Department of State Police shall be liable to the plaintiff for the costs of bringing the action.
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
