PURPOSE/MECHANICS

SCA 1 deleted all language in the original bill (which dealt with accessible parking decals and POW special license plates) and replaced it with a provision to allow persons eligible for accessible parking registration plates who have been issued special plates to apply to the Transportation Cabinet by September 1 of the preceding registration year to have the special plate display the international symbol of access; retains the same fee as for special plates; and specifies that parking privileges for plates issued shall be the same privileges as granted by KRS 186.042. SCA 2 is a title amendment made to conform with the new language.

Mike Libs, Daviess county clerk, and Ruth Ann Wilhoite of Franklin County said the addition of special license plates or parking decals creates storage, space, and administrative burdens for clerk's offices.
