PURPOSE/MECHANICS

This bill defines "incapacity" for purposes of the statute and provides for reimbursing out of pocket costs for office expenditures of sheriffs who become incapacitated and unable to perform the duties of the office. The statute currently applies only to sheriffs who die while in office.

	FISCAL EXPLANATION/BILL PROVISIONS
	ESTIMATED COST


The fiscal impact to counties is indeterminable and very negligible. The bill requires fiscal courts with populations of less than 70,000 to reimburse incapacitated (and deceased) sheriffs, before March 1 of the year following incapacity, for the expenses of the office which were paid by the sheriff during the year of incapacity, including the sheriff's salary for the period of the year which he served.
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
