On page 3, lines 8 to 9, delete "be exempt from the requirements of KRS 367.46971, 367.46973, and 367.46981" and insert in lieu thereof:  "comply with Section 3 of this Act";

On page 3, line 9, delete "comply with" and insert "be exempt from" in lieu thereof;

On page 3, line 10, delete "provisions" and insert "requirements" in lieu thereof;

On page 7, after line 14, insert the following:

"(14)
    "Telemarketing company" means a company whose primary business is to engage in telephone solicitation.";

On page 8, line 25, delete "telemarketing" and insert "telephone solicitation" in lieu thereof;

On page 9, line 6, delete "telemarketing" and insert "telephone solicitation" in lieu thereof;

On page 10, line 1, delete "telemarketing calls" and insert "a telephone solicitation" in lieu thereof;

On page 10, line 4, delete "telemarketing call" and insert "telephone solicitation" in lieu thereof;

On page 10, line 9, after the semicolon, insert "or";

On page 10, lines 10 to 26, delete entirely;

On page 10, line 27, delete "(16)" and insert "(15)" in lieu thereof, and delete "telemarketing" and insert "telephone solicitation" in lieu thereof;

On page 11, line 1, delete "6" and insert "9" in lieu thereof;

On page 11, after line 1, insert the following:

"SECTION 4.   A NEW SECTION OF KRS CHAPTER 367.46951 TO 367.46999 IS CREATED TO READ AS FOLLOWS:

A telemarketing company shall not make or cause to be made an unsolicited telephone solicitation call if the number for that telephone appears in the current publication of the "no telephone solicitation calls" list maintained by the Office of the Attorney General, Division of Consumer Protection.  Any holder of a telephone number may notify the division and be placed on a "no telephone solicitation calls" list indicating the wish not to receive unsolicited telephone solicitation calls by notification to the division.  The names of persons requesting to be on the "no telephone solicitation calls" list shall remain on the list until the person rescinds his or her name from the list.  The list shall be published quarterly in hard copy and may be made available in other formats at the discretion of the division.  After the publication of the list each month, each telemarketing company shall be deemed to be on notice not to solicit any person whose name appears on the list.  The division shall charge a fee calculated to defray costs of the no telephone solicitation calls program to telemarketing companies for the provision of the list.  Funds collected shall be deposited into the division's trust and agency account.  The list shall be made available to requesters either on a statewide or county by county basis.";
