PURPOSE/MECHANICS


The bill amends portions of KRS 304 and designates a basic insurance plan to provide preventive health services to Kentucky's children.  The legislation sets up the "Kentucky Healthy Children's Program and Foundation" to administer the program and funding.  BR 29 requires the creation of a basic health benefit package for adoption as a children's preventive health services benefit plan.

	FISCAL EXPLANATION/BILL PROVISIONS
	ESTIMATED COST



The fiscal impact of BR 29 is indeterminable.  The measure should have minimal fiscal impact on local governments.  A representative of a local health department in the state will be appointed to serve on the board of directors of the proposed Kentucky Healthy Children's Program and Foundation; however, that impact would be insignificant.  The measure could affect health 

departments in a positive way, albeit minimally, because some uninsured children apparently would be treated at doctor's offices instead of health departments.
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
