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AN ACT relating to economic development and making an appropriation therefor.

Be it enacted by the General Assembly of the Commonwealth of Kentucky:

SECTION 1.   A NEW SECTION OF KRS CHAPTER 151B IS CREATED TO READ AS FOLLOWS:

The Cabinet for Workforce Development shall design and implement an employee benefits program intended to market to current and prospective employers the advantages of meeting certain key needs of some employees that enable them to remain in the productive workforce, including, but not limited to, employer-assisted child care, health care, and transportation. Program staff shall acquire and disseminate to employers current information pertaining to any available tax credits, job training, or other employment support resources available from other state agencies or the federal government. Technical assistance shall also be provided by staff, or through referral, upon employer request.

Section 2.   There is appropriated from the general fund, for implementation of Section 1 of this Act, the sum of one hundred seventy-five thousand dollars ($175,000) in fiscal year 1998-99 and one hundred eighty thousand dollars ($180,000) in fiscal year 1999-2000. Any unexpended funds in fiscal year 1998-99 shall not lapse but be carried forward to fiscal year 1999-2000.
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
