MEASURE'S PURPOSE:  The purpose of the legislation is to require the Department of Highways during the design phase of a project to identify one or more publicly owned waste sites along the highway project that might be used for a future industrial park, to compact and grade the site for use as an industrial site, to consult with all legislative bodies that might be impacted by the highway project, to utilize one of the identified waste sites, and to deed the site over to the local governmental entity that request the site.

PROVISION/MECHANICS:  This legislation amends KRS 176.050, as it relates to requiring the following from the Department of Highways: Identifying one or more publicly owned sites (4 acres or more) along road projects that might later be converted to an industrial park; and consulting with all legislative bodies that might be affected by the road project to ascertain local preferences.  Additionally, this legislation creates a new section of KRS 176, as it relates to allowing city, county, and other governmental agencies to donate property to the department for the purposes of this legislation; creates a new section of KRS 176, as it relates to requiring the department or highway contractor to utilize the publicly owned sites identified during the design phase; determining what types of materials that may be deposited at the waste site;  stabilizing and grading site in preparation of industrial park; requiring the department to deed in fee simple the areas, if a county or local government makes a request; and requiring the department to begin to consult with local elected officials on projects in the 1998-2004 Six Year Road Plan. 

FISCAL EXPLANATION:  The fiscal impact would be on the State Funded Construction program and is indeterminable.  According to the Transportation Cabinet, the Federal Highway Administration will not participate in the improvement of any land that potentially would be used for private purposes.  Therefore any cost associated with the compacting and stabilization of the waste site would be borne by state funds.  Additionally, any property that had previously bought with federal participation that was to be used in the manner prescribed by this bill would have to be paid back to the federal government.  Approximately 50% of new highway projects in Kentucky are funded partially with federal highway funds.  These state moneys would likely have to come from the General Fund because of the constitutional restrictions on the uses of the Road Fund.  Those restrictions limit the its use to the construction, reconstruction, and maintenance of the highways and the enforcement of the motor vehicle laws of the state.  
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
