"Section 12.   KRS 149.005 is amended to read as follows:

(1)
The Kentucky Forest Resource Council is created. The membership of the council shall consist of fifteen (15) [sixteen (16)] members as follows:

(a)
Chair of the Senate Agriculture and Natural Resources Committee;

(b)
Chair of the House Natural Resources and Environment Committee;

(c)
Commissioner of the Department for Natural Resource;

(d)
Director of the state Division of Forestry; and

(e)
Five (5)[Twelve (12)] members appointed by the Governor who are farmers or woodland owners with at least fifty (50) acres of woodlands and who are actively engaged in woodland management[with one (1) member representing each of the following interests]:

1.
One (1) of these members from a list of three (3) persons nominated by the Kentucky Woodland Owners Association[Agriculture];

2.
One (1) of these members from a list of three (3) persons nominated by the Kentucky Department of Agriculture;[Conservation];

3.
One (1) of these members from a list of three (3) persons nominated by the Kentucky Farm Bureau Federation;[Environment];and
4.
Two (2) of these members shall be citizens at large[Higher education];

[5.
Local government;

6.
Logging;

7.
Nonindustrial forest landowners;

8.
Primary forest products;

9.
Secondary forest products;

10.
Tourism;

11.
United States Forest Service; and

12.
Wildlife.]

(f)
One (1) logger in good standing;

(g)
One (1) member of the Department of Forestry of the University of Kentucky;

(h)
One (1) member of the Kentucky Division of Forestry;

(i)
One (1) member of a Kentucky Wood Industry; and

(j)
Two (2) members at large who are woodland owners.
(2)
The council shall report as needed, but at least by July 1 of each year preceding the Regular Session of the Kentucky General Assembly, to the Governor and the Legislative Research Commission with respect to forest resource policies and practices that result in the proper management, use, and protection of the state's forest resource.  These policies and practices shall, at a minimum:

(a)
Give appropriate consideration to the long-term ecological, social, and economic needs and limits of the state's forest resource;

(b)
Foster the productivity of the state's forests to provide a diversity of benefits;

(c)
Enhance the ability of the state's forest resource to provide future benefits and services;

(d)
Foster no net loss of forest land; and

(e)
Encourage collaboration and coordination among multiple constituencies in the proper management of the state's forest resource.

(3)
Initial terms of members shall be staggered, except for ex-officio members. Thereafter, terms shall be for four (4) years. A majority of the members shall constitute a quorum. The members shall elect a chair.  Each member shall receive reimbursement for ordinary travel expenses incurred in the performance of duties fulfilling the council's responsibilities.

(4)
The council shall meet as needed. Staff services shall be provided by the Natural Resources and Environmental Protection Cabinet.

(5)
The council shall evaluate the effectiveness and appropriateness of existing forestry best management practices and shall conduct periodic reviews as necessary and at least every five (5) years.

(6)
The council shall oversee implementation of best management practice education and enforcement by the Division of Forestry.

(7)
The council shall review proposed administrative regulations that relate to the Division of Forestry and are promulgated pursuant to Sections 1 to 11 of this Act and advise the cabinet on the appropriateness of those administrative regulations.".
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
