MEASURE'S PURPOSE:  SB 219 allows manufacturing businesses having a total employment of less than 300 employees that is located in an economically-distressed county as defined in KRS 154.22-010 to participate in the small or small minority business set aside.

PROVISION/MECHANICS:  Amend KRS 45A.655.

FISCAL EXPLANATION:  The economically-distressed counties would need to be identified and the vendors in these counties that have a total employment of less than 300 employees would need to be located.  The Finance and Administration Cabinet (FAC) would work with Economic Development to identify the counties.  Once the vendors are identified, the FAC would identify the products offered by the vendors and how it would fit the needs of the state.  This would enable these vendors to be targeted.  The process to identify and monitor these vendors would require additional staff within the Finance and Administration Cabinet.  The exact number of staff would be dependent upon the number of vendors and counties that would be identified under these provisions. The estimated cost for one clerical staff position and operating is $32,400 per year.
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
