The authority shall under its rural economic development assistance program designate those counties that do not meet the provisions of subsection (1)(a) of this section but meet the criteria of counties with significantly high tobacco production, and shall certify those counties as qualified counties. No county qualified under subsection (1) (a) of this section shall be denied certification based on the criteria set forth in this subsection. Criteria for designating a county with significantly high tobacco production shall include:
1.
A county with tobacco sales of ten million dollars ($10,000,000) in a year; and
2.
A county with tobacco sales constituting twenty-five percent (25%) of the total agricultural sales within the county in the same year. 
(c)
As used in this section, "tobacco sales" within a county means the sum of the following calculations as published by the Kentucky Agricultural Statistical Services: 
1.
The most recent burley tobacco production estimate for the county, multiplied by the corresponding marketing year state average price for burley;
2,
The most recent Type 22, Eastern Dark Fired-Cured, tobacco production estimate for the county, multiplied by the corresponding marketing year state average price for Type 22 tobacco;
3.
The most recent Type 23, Western Dark Fired-Cured, tobacco production estimate for the county, multiplied by the corresponding marketing year state average price for Type 23 tobacco;
4.
The most recent Type 35, One Sucker, tobacco production estimate for the county, multiplied by the corresponding marketing year state average price for Type 35 tobacco; and
5.
The most recent Type 36, Green River, tobacco production estimate for the county, multiplied by the corresponding marketing year state average price for Type 36 tobacco.
(d)
As used in this section, "agricultural sales" within a county means the cash receipts from farm marketings for the county for the most recent marketing year, as published by the Kentucky Agricultural Statistical Services.
