On page 6, after line 7, by adding the following:

"SECTION 3.   A NEW SECTION OF KRS CHAPTER 242 IS CREATED TO READ AS FOLLOWS:

Other provisions of the Kentucky Revised Statutes notwithstanding, in order to promote economic development and tourism in a county containing a city that has, in whole or part, voted to discontinue prohibition, a limited sale precinct election may be held in any precinct containing an eighteen (18) hole regulation golf course.  The election shall be conducted in the same manner as provided in KRS Chapter 242 for a regular local option election, except that the form of the proposition shall be, "Are you in favor of the sale of alcoholic beverages by the drink at (name of the golf course) in the (name of the precinct)?".  Upon approval of the proposition, the Department of Alcoholic Beverage Control may issue a license to the golf course for the sale of alcoholic beverages by the drink as provided in KRS 243.030(8), (17), (18), and (23) and KRS 243.040(4)."
