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MEASURE'S PURPOSE:  The proposed legislation allows the Department of Transportation to use General Fund dollars to provide operating subsidies for public transit systems around the state.

PROVISION/MECHANICS:  The proposed legislation amends KRS 96A.095 to allow General Fund dollars to be used for operating subsidies for mass transit services and amends KRS 96A.096 to allow funds from the Kentucky Transportation Development Fund to be used for public transportation operating subsidies. 

FISCAL EXPLANATION:  This legislation does not place any additional fiscal burden on the Transportation Cabinet.  The General Assembly currently appropriates General Fund money to the Cabinet for the purpose of subsidizing local transit authorities' capital purchases.  Those moneys are provided until the funds are exhausted.  This legislation adds additional purposes for which the Transportation Cabinet may use the appropriation, but it does not mandate a specific level of funding for this program.
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
