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Summary of Legislation:

	Amends KRS 440.470 to set forth the responsibilities of the Department of Corrections through funding to pay claims to jails for housing out of state inmates with detainers from other states that have been released from the Department of Corrections.


Impact -- Indicate affected service levels, workloads, staff and program areas (describe any coordination issues with other state/external agencies or groups):

	The vast majority of inmates with out-of-state detainers are released to the other states immediately upon release. If an inmate incurs substantial medical costs that county would be eligible to file a claim under the catastrophic fund administered by Local Facilities.

Based on information from the records offices of state prisons as well as a survey of jails that normally house inmates awaiting transfer to another state, there is a very limited number of inmates that would fall in this category. Therefore is it estimated that 7 inmates per year would be incarcerated in county jails for a period of 8 days. This would be a total of 56 man days per year times the current per diem of $25.09.


Fiscal Impact -- Also include increased/decreased administrative cost and whether new fund sources would be required (identify fund sources, and GOPM staff person consulted):

	Each year the impact cost would be 56 man days x $25.09 = $1,403.36 which is based on the current per diem rate which the Commonwealth pays to counties to house felons.  As worded, the bill requires that the Commonwealth pay the lessor of the total amount in the proposed fund divided by the number of prisoner days or the amount paid to house Class D felons, which ever is less.  Unless an appropriation is actually made to the fund, the Commonwealth will be required to pay nothing.  The Department recommends that initially $5,000 be appropriated to the fund until such time as a better track record for funding is established.
