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AN ACT relating to detainers.

Be it enacted by the General Assembly of the Commonwealth of Kentucky:

SECTION 1.   A NEW SECTION OF KRS CHAPTER 197 IS CREATED TO READ AS FOLLOWS:

(1)
As used in this section, 

(a)
"Jail" means a county jail or other detention facility of local government and the local governmental officials and bodies responsible for its funding and operation;

(b)
"Prisoner" means a person held in a jail pursuant to KRS 440.260 and 440.290 against whom out-of-state detainers have been lodged while the inmate is confined as a state prisoner and which out-of-state detainers were still pending when the inmate was lawfully released from state custody; and

(c)
"Year" means the fiscal year of state government.
(2)
There is established the "County Interstate Detainer Reimbursement Fund" consisting of appropriations from the general fund of the state of Kentucky. This fund shall be a nonlapsing restricted trust and agency account that shall be used only for the reimbursement of jails that house prisoners pursuant to KRS 440.260 and 440.290.

(3)
The fund shall be administered by the department, and the department may promulgate administrative regulations in accordance with KRS Chapter 13A to properly administer the fund. Any regulations adopted shall be the least obtrusive method of achieving efficiency, accuracy, and integrity in the fund.

(4)
A jail that wishes to make a claim against the fund shall submit a claim to the department within thirty (30) days of the close of the year in which the claim accrues. 

(a)
A claim accrues when a prisoner has been in the care, custody, and control of the jail for twenty-four (24) hours, with each twenty-four (24) hour period constituting a separate claim.

(b)
All claims accruing in the year shall be submitted to the department within thirty (30) days of the close of the year in which the claim accrues even if the prisoner remains in the care, custody, and control of the jail longer than the year for which reimbursement is sought.
(5)
The amount that the state reimburses the jails shall be a lump-sum amount based upon the number of prisoner days that a jail housed prisoners for which fund reimbursement is allowed pursuant to subsection (2) of this section. 

(a)
The department shall calculate the lump sum due each jail by first determining the base prisoner-day reimbursement rate for the year for which reimbursement is claimed. The base prisoner-day reimbursement rate shall be the lesser of either:
1.
The total amount of money in the fund divided against the total number of prisoner days claimed by all jails; or
2.
The per diem rate that the state reimburses counties for holding Class D felons pursuant to KRS 532.100.
(b)
The department shall then calculate the amount due each jail by multiplying the number of prisoner days claimed by a jail by the base prisoner-day reimbursement rate calculated in paragraph (a) of this subsection.

(c)
The department shall pay to each jail the amount due as calculated in paragraph (b) of this subsection within sixty (60) days of the close of the year in which the claim accrued and for which the jail sought reimbursement.
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
