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Summary of Legislation:  

	This bill amends KRS 439.315  and enables all cities and counties including charter counties within the Commonwealth to collect a supervision fee for misdemeanants who are placed on probation, parole or work release.  The current statute provides only that counties with cities of the first class or that contain urban county governments may levy and collect a supervision fee.


Impact -- Indicate affected service levels, workloads, staff and program areas (describe any coordination issues with other state/external agencies or groups):

	The Department of Corrections supervises approximately 1,700 misdemeanants statewide. This bill would have no impact unless a county or city started its own supervision program which may lower the Department’s supervision responsibilities to a minor degree.
