This bill modifies existing statutes which prohibit cities, counties, and special districts from establishing defined benefit retirement systems. The bill would allow cities, counties, and special districts to establish length of service award systems for volunteer firefighters and volunteer life squads.

The fiscal impact of this modification is indeterminate because there aren't any requirements for cities, counties, and special districts to establish a length of service award system. If a locality were to establish a length of service award system for its volunteer firefighters or life squads, there could be an impact depending on how the system was structured. There could be costs associated with administration of a length of service award system as well as costs associated with the provision of awards depending on how each system is defined. Without additional information about the administration and benefit provisions of a length of service award system, the fiscal impact is indeterminate.
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
