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AN ACT relating to sovereign immunity.

Be it enacted by the General Assembly of the Commonwealth of Kentucky:

SECTION 1.   A NEW SECTION OF KRS CHAPTER 61 IS CREATED TO READ AS FOLLOWS:

As used in this section:

(a)
"Public agency" has the same meaning as in KRS 61.805; and

(b)
"Public servant" has the same meaning as it does in KRS 522.010.

(2)
To the extent that a public agency or public servant has liability insurance, no public agency or public servant shall claim, possess, or exercise sovereign immunity. No court shall grant sovereign immunity to a public agency or public servant in violation of this section.
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
