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AN ACT relating to Medicaid managed care and declaring an emergency.

Be it enacted by the General Assembly of the Commonwealth of Kentucky:

SECTION 1.   A NEW SECTION OF KRS CHAPTER 205 IS CREATED TO READ AS FOLLOWS:

As used in this section, "Medicaid managed care program" means any program established by the Cabinet for Human Resources, Department for Medicaid Services, or its successor agency, for the purpose of providing services to medical assistance recipients under this chapter through contracts, agreements, or other arrangements for prepaid, capitated, risk-bearing managed care, and includes any program for Medicaid managed care that provides physical or behavioral health services to Medicaid recipients under Title XIX of the federal Social Security Act, or under a federal waiver of the requirements of Title XIX of the federal Social Security Act, or otherwise.

As of the effective date of this Act and for twenty-four (24) calendar months thereafter, the Cabinet for Human Resources, Department for Medicaid Services, shall not implement outside the department-designated geographic boundaries of the Kentucky Health Care Partnership Program Region 3 and Region 5 as of January 1, 1998, a Medicaid managed care program that provides physical health services.
(3)
As of the effective date of this Act, the Cabinet for Human Resources, Department for Medicaid Services, shall not implement within the Commonwealth a Medicaid managed care program that provides behavioral health services.
Section 2.   Whereas the implementation of Medicaid managed care in the Kentucky Health Care Partnership Program Region 3 and Region 5 was implemented without adequate planning and data and has generated numerous complaints from providers and recipients, an emergency is declared to exist, and this Act takes effect upon its passage and approval by the Governor or upon its otherwise becoming a law.
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
