PURPOSE/MECHANICS


The bill makes price discrimination, based solely on sex, illegal.  The bill does not make illegal price differentials that are based upon, "...the amount of time spent or the difficulty or cost of providing the services."  The bill does not relate to insurance underwriting or rating practices, or to the providing of health care.  The bill incorporates the provisions into the consumer protection section of the Kentucky Revised Statutes.

	FISCAL EXPLANATION/BILL PROVISIONS
	ESTIMATED COST



The impact of this bill is indeterminable.  KRS 367.170 to 367.300 allows the Attorney General to suspend a business' charter to operate in the state, one of a number of sanctions for violating the state's consumer protection laws. The meting out of such a sanction could preclude the necessity of purchasing a local business license or paying local occupational license taxes, resulting in a loss of local revenue. Since there is no way to forecast the number of times this would occur, if at all, the impact of the bill on local governments is indeterminable.

Other Observations:


The bill would have little impact upon local government operations, except for the suspension of the right to do business in the state.  Many businesses are not incorporated and function solely upon a business license issued by a local government.  The County Attorney's Association raised the question of the ability to suspend a license issued at a local level.  The President of the Association questioned if the state could lift a license for an act that is not, necessarily, illegal at the local level.
