PURPOSE/MECHANICS

This bill includes jailers, deputy jailers, sheriffs, and deputy sheriffs as hazardous duty positions. The bill requires that county funds and jail budgets include funds to make contributions for participation in the hazardous duty retirement program of the County Employees Retirement Fund (CERS).

	FISCAL EXPLANATION/BILL PROVISIONS
	ESTIMATED COST


The fiscal impact of the bill is significant. The local contribution rate for CERS is scheduled to drop from 8.65% to 8.1% beginning July 1, 1998, and the hazardous duty rate will drop from 18.69 to 18.16% on July 1, 1998. Thus, the employer contribution rate for the four new hazardous duty positions will increase under the bill from 8.1% to 18.16% (an increase of 110%).
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
